JIFF RELEASES FIRST LIST OF FILMS for Competition Category

124 FILMS OUT OF 1807 FILMS FROM 89 COUNTRIES selected 
Jaipur, 5 November 2018.  The Jaipur International Film Festival – JIFF – one of the most prominent film festivals of the world has released its first list of nominations on Monday morning.

A total of 124 films from India and abroad were able to find a place in the first list. These films were selected from among 1807 submissions received from around 89 countries across the world. 
The selectors have chosen these films from 1807 entries (52 from Indian and 72 from abroad) received so far. This list of selected films includes 18 Feature Fiction Films, 9 Documentary Feature Films, 9 Short Documentary Films, 4 Animation Short Films, 4 Music videos and 80 Short fiction films have been selected for JIFF 2019. 

These films have been selected by a selection board of 28 members of which 14 are Indian and 14 are from abroad.

Last year 72 films found place in the first list from 1677 submissions received from 79 countries.

The list has maximum films, totaling 52 from India while USA (13 Films) ranks second and Germany and Iran (5 Films each from both the countries) at third.  Besides India, the remaining 72 including 6 Co Produced films are from Tunisia, Netherlands, India, UK, USA, Germany, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Italy, Spain, Nepal, Pakistan, France, Switzerland, Iran, Israel, Greece, Australia, Taiwan, Finland, Romania, Canada, Brazil, Sri Lanka, Poland, Cyprus, Sweden, Austria, China, Kosova, Myanmar, Afghanistan, Malaysia and Yemen.
