JIFF releases Second list of films for competition category 

Festival to maintain heritage look of the Pink City

Jaipur 30 November, 2015. Making its mark in the international cine circuit the Jaipur International Film Festival (JIFF) is holding its 8th edition ‘JIFF-2016’ from January 2 to 6 the Pink city of Jaipur.

The Founder Director of the JIFF Hanu Roj today released the second list of films nominated for the competition section. 

The list contains a total of 64 films - 22 Feature films, 4 Documentary Feature films, 23 Short Fiction, 8 Documentary Films, 3 Animation Films and 4 films in special screening. 

As many as 33 films have been nominated from India while the other 27 films are from other countries - Korea, Iceland, Denmark, Pakistan, UAE, Romania, Canada, Argentina, Croatia, France, USA, Poland and Switzerland. The films have been selected by various international panels.

The Film Festival will be organized at various locations of in Jaipur and the festival visitors will get a chance to experience “a different cinema,” said Hanu Roj.  

Nominated films in Feature film category

Feature Films nominated in the second list include “Piku, “Ka, Kha, Ga, Gateway the Haven”, “W-Being Woman” , “Saankal”, “The Silence”, ''Just Farji”, “Yaaro Samjha Karo, Take It Easy” and “MSG-2 The Messenger” from India, “Manto” from Pakistan, ''Body'' from Poland, “Chronicle of a Blood Merchant” from Korea, “Taj Mahal” from France, “Rams” from Iceland, "A War” from Denmark, Sand Dollars from Dominic republic and "Love on the Run” from USA. 

Special screening of the films  

The Director (Film Market) of JIFF, Mr. Nandkishor Jalani said “We have selected 5 films for special screening during the Festival. Of them three films are from India and one from USA.

The films selected from special screening include Ace Christian’s film "Love on the Run'' (US). Other films are : Aditya Chaukse’s ‘Yaaro Samjha Karo’, and ‘Take It Easy” and Sivendra Singh Dungarpur’s “The Immortals”.  

“Just Farji”, a feature film of Tanmay Jaimini, a student of 10th class, has also been selected for special screening to encourage of new generation talents. 

Branding Jaipur as the Clean City by JIFF 

Organizing committee of JIFF has decided to brand Jaipur as “Clean City”. No promotional billboards, banners, hoardings etc. will be put on different locations of the city so that visitors may enjoy a clean heritage look of the Pink City.

Pasting of posters and banners on road lights is a major cause of road accidents and the JIFF’s decision would help prevention of road accidents too.  

Experts in Film selection committee 

According to Mr. Rajendra Bora, spokesman of Jaipur International Film Festival : “We have noted international film experts from India and abroad in selection committees for films.”

The film selection committee includes experienced filmmakers like Diana Papadaki of Cyprus, Mumtaz Hussain, Cathie Fong Yoneda, Pamela Jaye Smith of USA, Sohna Saba and Murad Parvez of Bangladesh, Stefanie Klemm of Germany, Belal Taheri from Iran, Lorenzo Guarnieri heads to Italy. Indian film experts in the committee are Gul Riaz, Josephine David, Ravita Dutta, Biju Mohan, Chandra Shekhar, Aagney Singh, Rakesh Andania & Gajendra Shotriya, Mohsin Khan, Rahul Sood, Rakesh Gogna, Dr. D.P. Agarwal, Vibhuti Pandey, Pragya Chouhan and Vivek Sharma from Rajasthan. 

It may be recalled that 87 films were Included in the first list of competition category of JIFF 2016. In that list 20 films from India and 15 from US were selected. Besides this, 67 films from Germany, Canada, Spain, France, China, Finland, Austria, Singapore, Iran, Ireland, England, Poland, Israel and Switzerland were also selected. 13 feature films, 13 Documentary feature films, 9 Short Documentary Films and 12 Animation short films, 35 short fiction films were also included in first list of film selection. Organizing Committee of JIFF had received more than 2000 movies globally (from 100 countries) for the festival. 

Highlights : 

· Amitabh Bachchan, Deepika Padukone and Indian-Hollywood actor Irrfan Khan’s film “Piku” is selected in the competition category of JIFF. 

· French film 'Taj Mahal' which is based on 26/11 terror attack in Mumbai, will be screened in the festival. 
The movie is soon going to be released in cinemas in France soon.

· Hollywood horror film “Definition of Fear”  starring Jacqueline Fernandez, will be screened during JIFF.

· “Parinati” a film by noted Indian producer-director Prakash Jha's, will be screened during the festival.

· Oscar-nominated films like “SEND DOLLARS”, 'RAMS'' & '' A WAR'' will be screened in competition category of JIFF.

· In JIFF-2016 more than 150 films will screened from 100 countries. The organizing committee received more than 2000 movies so far. 

Kamlesh Pandey - Festival Chairman message:-

We take what we see, hear and go through in this world and give it back with a bit of ourselves in the language of sounds and pictures caught on celluloid or digital format in a conspiracy of light and lens.
